Albert Schweitzer (1875-1965) was born in Alsace, Lorraine
Germany. He was a German Theologian, Musician, Philosopher and
Physician. In 1905, when he was principal of theological College at
Strasbourg, he happened to go through a journal of French
Missionary Society that appealed for doctors and missionaries to
help the natives of West Africa. Schweitzer was so moved by the
article that he decided to go to Africa as a Medical Missionary. He
confided his planto Helen with whom he was in love .She was a nurse
who understood his Zeal and promised to help him in his work . After
he qualified as a doctor he married her and sailed to West Africa in
1913.

They both worked very hard converting parts of a dilapidated
bungalow into dispensary, consulting —-room etc. He had a
continuous stream of patients who were treated for every kind of
complaint including leprosy, dysentery and malaria .Since the
natives were too primitive to follow his instructions and he himself could not speak the African dialect, he
accepted the services of Joseph who volunteered to be his interpreter. Schweitzer treated a hundred of patients
without charging a penny. He also built a hospital and trained many African men and women to be nurses.
During the First World War he was interned in France as he was German National. On his return to Lamberene
after five years he found the hospital practically in ruins. With the help of the natives he restored the hospital
and built a larger one. He continued to serve ftill his death in 1965 and was buried in Lamberene. He was
awarded the Nobel Peace Prizein 1952.

She has already done six
peaks. 1.Everest in Asia, 2. Kilimanjaro in Africa, 3. Elbrus in
Europe, 4. Kosciuszko in Australia, 5. Aconcagua in Argentina
As The World's Fifth Highest Peaks and 6. Carstensz Pyramid
inIndonesia.

Planning and Training :

While still being treated in the All Indian Institute of
Medical Sciences for her amputation, she resolved to climb
Mount Everest. She was inspired by cricketer Yuvraj Singh and

television shows, who had successfully battled cancer, to do
something with her life. She excelled in the basic
mountaineering course from the Nehru Institute of Mountaineering, Uttar Kashi, and was encouraged by her
elder brother, Om Prakash to climb Everest with a prosthetic leg, which was arranged by raising funds.

She contacted Bachendri Pal, the first Indian women to climb Mount Everest, in 2011 by telephone and
signed up for training under her at the UttarKashi camp of the Tata Steel Adventure Foundation. Sinha climbed
Island peak (6150 metres) in 2012 as preparation for her ascent of Everest.

The Climb:

On 1 April 2013, Shina and Susan Mahout , a USAF instructor , who had together climbed Mount Chases
Sangria (6,622 metres or 21,726 feet) in 2012 under guidance of Hendrick pal started their ascent of Mount
Everest. After a hard toil of 17 hours, Sinha reached the summit of Mount Everest at 10:55am on 21 May 2013,
as part of the Tara group - sponsored Eco Everest Expedition , becoming the first female amputee to scale
Everest.She took 52 days to reach the summit. She wrote a small message thanking the Almighty on a wrapped
clothand presseditinthe snow . Recounting the incident, she said :

"It was my tribute to Shankara Bhagawan and Swami Vivekananda who have been an inspiration
throughout my life "

Arunima Sinha is now dedicated towards social welfare and she wants to open a free sports academy for
the poor and the differently-abled people. She is donating all the financial aids she is getting through awards
and seminars for the same cause. The academy would be named Shaheed Chandra Shekhar Vikalang Khel
Academy. Sheauthoredabook "Born Again On The Mountain" which was launched by Prime Minister of India
Narendra Modiin December 2017.

Upon graduating from Lakeside, Bill enrolled in Harvard University in 1973,
one of the best universities in the country. He didn't know what to do, so he enrolled his name for pre-law. He
took the standard freshman courses. He did well over there, but he couldn't find it interesting too. He spent
many long nights in front of the school's computer and the next day asleep in class. After leaving school, he
almost lost himself from the world of computers.

Gates and his friend Paul Allen remained in close contact even though they were away from school. They
would often discuss new ideas for future projects and the possibility of starting a business one fine day. At the
end of Bill's first year, Allen came close to him so that they would follow some of their ideas. That summer they
got jobinHoneywell.

Within a year, Bill Gates dropped out from Harvard. Then he formed Microsoft. Microsoft vision is a
computer on every desk and Microsoft software on every computer. Bill is a visionary person and works very
hard to achieve his vision. His belief in high intelligence and hard work has put him where he is today. He does
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not believe in mere luck or God's grace, but just hard work and competitiveness. Bill's Microsoft is a good
competition for other software companies and he will continue to stamp out(challenge) the competition until
he dies.

Principal of her school, Tracy Cox recommended
Anaya for the Nicholas Maxim Special Award for Excellence in Manuscript Penmanship, a National Handwriting
contest sponsored by Zaner-Bloser to promote legible handwriting.

Anaya completed against 50 other children with intellectual, physical, or developmental disabilities and
managed to win first place, $1000 prize and the respect of millions around the world. Her father says she wants
to do all these things, like play soccer, do karate and gymnastics and if she could win first prize at penmanship
competition despite no palms.



Nine things not known about Charlie Chaplin

1. Chaplinmade his stage debut BY chance

Both of Chaplin's parents were music hall entertainers in
London. In his autobiography, he described how at age 5, his
mother's voice suddenly failed in front of a crowd of rowdy soldiers.
The stage manager then ushered him onstage as a replacement.
Chaplin first sang a popular song called “Jack Jones” prompting the
audience to shower him with coins. He purportedly drew big laughs
by announcing that he would pick up the money before continuing.
More laughter ensued when he began imitating his laryngitis
Addled mother. A few years later, Chaplin made his professional
debut as a member of a juvenile clog-dance troupe. He followed
that up with a couple of theatre roles, toured with Vaudeville acts
and did one disastrous night of stand-up comedy in which he was

booed off the stage.

2. Chaplin partly grew up inan Orphanage

As a health of Chaplin's mother deteriorated, so did the family's finances. It got so bad that in 1896
Chaplin and his older half-brother were sent to a public boarding school for orphans and destitute children.
Chaplin spent about 18 months there. In the longest period of continuous schooling he could ever receive, he
learned to read and write but apparently suffered quite a few indignities including a severe caning and the
shaving of his head during a bout with ring worm. Shortly thereafter, his mother was committed to mental
institution. Hisfather meanwhile played very little role in his upbringing and ended up dying of alcoholism.

3. Chaplinloathed his first film

During Chaplin's second vaudeville tour of the United States in 1913, where Keystone Studios hired him
away for $150 a week. He made his first film appearance early the following year, playing an out-of-work
swindlerin “Making aliving”. Wearing a handle bar moustache, top hatand monocle, he gotin a few funny gags,
particularly while fighting the story's hero, a journalist who at one point interviews a man trapped under a car
instead of helping him. Overall though, Chaplin was appalled by his performance “I was stiff', He later said
“I'took all the surprise out of the scenes by anticipating the next motion”. He also accused the director of cutting
his best material out of jealousy.

4, Chaplin played the same character in all but a few movies

Prior to his second film, Chaplin dressed up one day in baggy pants, a tight coat. Big shoes, a small bowler
hat and a bamboo cane. He added a small fake moustache and is said to have strutted around while his
co-actors were playing pinochle. Having witnessed the scene the head of keystone allegedly “giggled until his
body began to shake”, "Chaplin" he exclaimed, “You do exactly what you're doing now in your next picture.
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Remember to do it in that get up”. This so called little Tramp character immediately took off in popularity,
spawning so many imitators and marketing schemes that the press labelled it “Chaplintis” and would became
chaplins onscreen persona for the next two and a half decades. In 1914 alone, he appeared in dozens of short
films as the little Tramp, most of which he directed himself.

5. Chaplin quickly became a millionaire

For $1,250 a week, plus a $10,000 bonus, Chaplin moved in December 1914 to Essanay Studios, which
titled him as “the greatest comedian in the world”. He then signed with a mutual film corporation for $670,000
a year after which he agreed to make eight comedies for First National for over S1 million. Finally in 1919 he
founded his own studios with fellow Hollywood icons Douglas Fairbanks, Mary Pickford and D.W. Griffith.
“Iwentinto the business for money, and the art grew out of it”. Chaplin once said, "If people are disillusioned by
thatremark, I can't helpit. It's the truth.

6. Chaplinresisted the arrival of “Talkies”

Starting with “The Jazz Singer” in 1927, Films with Second rapidly replaced their silent counterparts. Yet
Chaplin hesitated to adopt the new technology, fearing it would ruin the little Tramp. In his two 1930's movies,
“City lights” and “Modern Times”. Chaplin included music but not dialogue, except for one scene in which he
sangs in nonsensical fake Italian. Finally, in 1940, He released a full sound film, “The Great Dictator: An Anti-
Hitler satire featuring him as a character other than the little Tramp for the first time in almost 20 years.

7. Chaplin thrice married teenagers

In 1918 Chaplin, hastily tied the knot with 17 year old actress Mildred Harris, a decision he would soon
come to regret. Following the divorce, he married 16 year old Lita Grey, another actress with whom he had a
bitter breakup. And in 1943, while in the middle of a high profile Paternity Suit, 54 year old Chaplin married
18 year old Oona O' Neil, to whom he had been introduced by a Hollywood agent O' Neil's Father, Playwright
Eugene O' Neil was so upset by the match that he disinherited her, but unlike Chaplin's other relationships, this
one would last. The two stayed together until Chaplin's death at age 88 and had eight Children.

8. The United States essentially exiled him

Despite living in the United States for almost 40 years, Chaplin never became an American Citizen.
Meanwhile, due in part to “Modern Times” a satire of the Machine age, He gained a reputation as a Communist
sympathizer. During the McCarthy era, The FBI put him under surveillance, and Mississippi called for his
deportation. The U.S Government then revoked his re-entry permit in 1952. Rather than returning to answer
charges before a board of Immigration officials, Chaplin decided to uproot his family to Switzerland. He would
visitthe United States only one more timein 1972 to acceptan Honorary Academy Award.

9. Grave Robbers made off with Chaplin's remains

Just a few months after Chaplin's death, two robbers stole his coffin from Swiss Cemetery and sent his
wife a $600,000 ransom demand. When she refused to pay, they allegedly threatened her kids. The bungling
robbers were soon caught however and the coffin was recovered. It was then re-buried in a theft proof
concrete vault.

"The Lady With The Lamp" and "The Angel Of The Crimea". She contributed to improve the sanitation and the
quality of hospital stay for the patients. Her work reduced the death rate by two-thirds. Later, once the Crimean
battle was resolved, she returned home and to her surprise, was given a hero's welcome. She did not expect
such a grand welcome from those who forbade her to enter the field. They did so because she proved her
success through her life. All the women of the upper status started seeing the menial job of nursing as an
honour and joined her training school.

Successin Nightingale's life came to her not by just dreaming but by fulfilling the dream. She took the risk
of following the road not taken with hope, courage, goal and, determination to succeed in life. She became an
inspiration to all the women of her period and is still an inspiration to many. Her success has given hope to
millions of women who dream to achieve in life. Nightingale did not just lead a life she was expected to - by her
family and society but lived a glorious life by living her dream with dedication in work. This is the lesson that we
must learn from Florence Nightingale, to have an ambition, to be persistent towards it, work with dedication
and be determined.

Lincoln's victory promoted seven southern slave states to form the
confederate States of America before he moved into the White House- no
compromise or reconciliation was found. A confederate attack on Fort
Sumter inspired the North to enthusiastically rally behind the union.

As the Leader of moderate federation of Republican Party, Lincoln confronted radical republicans, who
demanded harsher treatment of the South War Democrats, who called for more compromise, Anti War
Democrats (called Copperheads), who despised war and irreconcilable Secessionists, who plotted his

assassination. Lincoln fought back by pitting his opponents against each other, by carefully planned political
patronage, and by appealing to the American people with his powers of oratory.

Abraham Lincoln Known for his incredible leadership skills, fantastic
speeches, and incredibly sharp political abilities, is one of the Western
world's most well-known and widely respected political leaders. The 16th
President of the United States and the nation's leader during a time of crisis,

Abraham Lincolnis atrue success story.

Born on February 12, 1809, Abraham Lincoln grew up in modest
surroundings. As a young child, Lincoln was raised in Kentucky by his
parents, with his father Thomas a local business and social leader. However,
his father lost the majority of his assets in legal cases, forcing the family to
move to Indiana—at the time, part of the frontier.

Abraham Lincoln was not regarded as a particularly hardworking
child. Instead of adapting to frontier life and embracing the hard labor
associated with it, Abraham retreated into books and self-education. He did, however, gain a local reputation as
an expert fighter after defeating one of histown's bullies in a wrestling match. When people discuss Abraham
Lincoln in modern society, they typically talk about his incredibly oratory skills and leadership abilities. What
few people know is that the young Abraham Lincoln had a very limited education that consisted of roughly one
year of formal schooling from unskilled and poorly trained local teachers. Instead of accepting his lack of
education, Abraham Lincoln became a voracious and passionate reader. He avidly reached for new books as
quickly as he could, finishing advanced titles such as Benjamin Franklin's Autobiography and Classic Greek

poems and novels. In his early teens, Lincoln was constantly focused on reading new books.

In his early twenties, Abraham Lincoln invested in a local general store with one of his close friends,
located in New Salem, lllinois. The business fell apart, forcing the young Lincoln to sell off his share and accept
his loses. Disappointed with the world of business, Lincoln started his political with a run for the lllinois General
Assembly.

His political career, unfortunately, was also a failure, with Lincoln finishing eighth out of thirteen
candidates. Disappointed with his failure, Lincoln again retreated to the world of books. This time, his reading
had a definite focus — he would learn the law for himself, becoming a lawyer in the process, and run for public
office again.Just like his self-education allowed him to escape from his home and turn towards a political career,
Abraham Lincoln's self-educated legal skills made him one of the top candidates in the House of
Representatives election. Lincoln eventually served four terms in the house, making him a leader in local
politicsinlllinois.



A staunch Whig Party advocate, Lincoln was then elected to the United States House of Representatives
in 1846. It was during his congressional career that Lincoln took an at-the-time bold stance against slavery,
attempting to introduce a bill that would ban slavery in Washington D.C. and compensate current slave
owners.After his short career in the House of Representatives, Lincoln distanced himself from the world of
politics and worked as a lawyer in lllinois. For sixteen years, he worked on behalf of both large companies and

individualsin the state, working on some of the mostinfluential and important cases of his day.

In 1858, growing disappointed with the direction of the Whig Party, Lincoln entered the world of politics
again, this time siding with the then-new Republican Party. The young Abraham Lincoln chose the 1958
Senatorial Election for lllinois as his second entry point in politics, aiming to defeat the Democratic Senator

Stephen Douglas

Despite gaining a larger share of the popular vote than his opponent, Lincoln lost the election and missed
out on the position. He did, however, secure a great deal of large scale support in the Republican Party, which
allowed him to pursue an even greater goal — the Presidency of the United States — just two years later in
1860.Lincoln built a campaign that revolved around the issue of slavery —at the time an incredibly contentious
and divisive issue in the United States. He won the election with a huge majority, beating out his opponents

combined

Unfortunately, many of the southern states, which supported slavery, took the opportunity to depart
from the Union before he took office. As South Carolina, Texas, Florida, and four other states departed from the
Union, Lincoln and then-President Buchanan witnessed the start of the country's largest internal war.

Lincoln's involvement in the American Civil War is well documented and incredibly detailed, with entire
books written about single battles. If there's one moment that stands out from his tenure during the Civil War, it
would be his passing of the well-known Emancipation Proclamation, a leading bill in freeing the many African
slaves.Inthe year that followed, Lincoln managed the Union war effort, culminating in his well-known speech at
Gettysburg following the incredible Union victory there. The battle proved a turning point in the war, giving the
Union forces the might and drive that they required to capture the southern states and win the Civil War.

After rebuilding the United States and driving the country forward beyond the era of slavery, Lincoln
continued to advocate for civil rights. He suggested giving the ability to vote to black slaves, something that
incensed his detractors. On April 14th, 1865, a one John Wilkes Booth — a Confederate spy — assassinated
Abraham Lincoln during a performance of Our American Cousin.

Lincoln's success as a political leader and his immense approval and near mythical status in American
politics today didn't stem from a privileged upbringing or great education. It stemmed from his immense drive
and determination, and his skills in educating himself when others refused to help him learn with their help.

A self-proclaimed bookworm, Lincoln read huge amounts of books during his teens and early adulthood,
claiming that his self-taught learning style is what helped him in achieving his success. If there's one great
lesson of Abraham Lincoln's life, it's that everyone — regardless of their background — can educate themselves

to the point of being able to achieve truly great things in their lives.

MS Dhoni born on 7 July 1981, is an Indian
cricketer, who captained the Indian team in limited
overs format from 11th September 2007 to 4th January
2017 and in test cricket from 2008 to 28th December
2014. An attacking right handed middle order batsman
and wicket keeper, he is widely regarded as one of the
greatest finishers in limited overs cricket . He is also
regarded to be one of the best wicket-keepers in the
world cricket and is known to have very fast hands . He
made his One Day Intenational (ODI) debut in
December 2004 against Bangladesh and played his first

test, alater against SriLanka.

Dhoni holds numerous captaincy records such as
most wins by an Indian captain in tests and ODIs and most back- to- back wins by an Indian captain in ODIs . He
took over the ODI captaincy from Rahul Dravid in 2007 and led the team to its first ever bilateral ODI series wins
in Sri Lanka and Newzealand under his captaincy , India won the 2007 ICC world Twenty 20, the CB series of
2007 —-2008, the 2010 Asian cup, 2011 ICC cricket world cup and 2013 ICC Champions Trophy . In the final of the
2011 world cup, Dhoni scored 91 not out of 79 balls handing India the victory for which he was awarded the
man of the match . InJuly 2013, when India defeated England in the finals of the Champion trophy in England,
Dhoni became the first captain to win all the three ICC limited-overs trophy (world cup, champions trophy and
the world twenty 20) . After trying up the test captaincy in 2008 , he led the team to series win with the
Newzealand and West Indies and the border — Gavaskar Trophy in 2008 , 2010 and 2013 . Dhoni has been the
recipient of many awards, including the ICC, ODI player of the year award in 2008 and 2009 (the first player to
win the award twice) the Rajiv Gandhi Khel Ratna award in 2007 and the Padma Shriin 2009.

In 1998 Dhoni was selected by Deval Sahay to play for the central coal fields limited (CCL) team. Till 1998
Dhoni, who was in class 12th in school , had played only school cricket and club cricket and no professional
cricket . One of the famous episode was , when Deval used to gift him Rs.50 for each six that he hit . Deval
impressed by his hard hitting shots and dedication, used his contact in Bihar cricket association to push him for
his selectionin Bihar team . Dhoniwas included in the Bihar u-19 squalfor the 1998-1999 season and scored 176
runsin 5 matches as the eam finished fourth in the group of sixand did not make it to the quarter finals.

He was reconised for his efforts in the 2003/04 seasons, especially in the one da format and was picked
for the India A squad for a tour to Zimbabwe and Kenya . Against the Zimbabwe in Harare sports club. Dhoni had
his best wicket keeping effort with 7 catches and 4 stumping in the match . In the tri-nation tournament
involving Kenya India A and Pakistan A, Dhoni helped India A chase down their target of 223 against Pakistan
with half—century . Continuing his performance he scored back to back centuries 120 and 119 against the same
team.Dhoniscored 362 runsin 6innings.

The Associated Press at his funeral.

"In fact the books were smuggled out of Indonesia by Pram's friend, a German priest, to avoid being
taken or destroyed, and have now been translated into more than 20 languages worldwide," Google Doodle
wrote. He learned typing and stenography which enabled him to get a clerk's job for the Japanese imperial
news agency, Domei, based in Jakarta. It was at that time that he came into contact with nationalists and anti-
colonial activists.

After he was released from jail in 1949, Pramoedya began writing books prolifically and emerged as a
respected novelist. Disappointed by post-revolutionary Indonesia, he started gravitating towards leftist
politics. He joined Lekra, a body of artists and writers that was loosely affiliated with Indonesia's communist
party, PKI. He was jailed in 1960 for highlighting the discrimination and oppression of the Chinese minority in
the country.




When General Suhartocame to power in a coup in 1967, he ordered the mass arrest of hundreds of
thousands of opponents, often without trial. Pramoedya was arrested in 1965 during the military coup that led
to Suharto's rise. Pramoedya was later sent to the remote island of Buru in 1969 because of suspected links to
communists.

Initially, he was not provided with pens or paper, so he narrated his stories to fellow prisoners. The books
were published after Pramoedya 's release in 1978. His essays and letters written during the period were
published as a memoir,' The Mute's Soliloquy'. "A haunting record of a great writer's attempt to keep his
imagination and his humanity alive," wrote The New York Times Book Review about the memaoir.

Pramoedya was nominated for the Nobel Prize for literature several times and was bestowed with the
PEN Freedom to Write Award in 1988. At age 74, Pramoedya received the Fukuoka Prize for outstanding
contributions by Asiansin 2000. "Pram was also unique in his literary attachment to women. His work contains
many complex portraits of different kinds of women in a manner unmatched by his literary contemporaries,
who made men their major fictional figures, with women marginalised as stereotypical mothers, sweethearts,
and prostitutes," said professor Benedict

During the many years in which he suffered imprisonment and house arrest (in Jakarta after his
imprisonment on Buru), he became a cause célébre for advocates of human rights and freedom of expression.

“The True Artist is not proud: he unfortunately sees that art has no
limits; he feels darkly how far he is away from the goal, and though he may
be admired by others, heis sad not to have reached that point to which his
better genius only appears as a distant, guiding sun.”

This is the quote by one of the most significant and influential
composers of the western art music tradition. He was a ground breaker, in
all senses. He oversaw the transition of music from the classical style, full
of poise and balance, to the Romantic Style, characterised by emotionand
impact. A prolific composer, he was a difficult and unsociable man, who
felt bitter and isolated by the deafness which developed in his 20's. But he
enjoyed great success and recognition in his lifetime. At the premiere of

his Ninth, he could not hear the thunderous applause at the end and had

to be turned round to see the delighted audience reaction. Yes, | am
talking about Ludwig Van Beethoven, the greatest music personality, whose major works are standard
repertoire pieces, familiar to musicians and listeners throughout the commercial world and whose da-da-da-
daaa figure, never sounds repetitive. At a time, when people thought how he was to survive the deafness that
affected him. Which was an unforgiving handicap for his profession, he struck hard with steadfastness in the
face of trouble.

Bornin Bonn, Germany around December 15,1770 Beethoven showed much interest in musicas ayoung
child. His father and grandfather worked for the electors of cologne. His father encouraged him to practise both
piano and the violin. Beethoven's father was hoping his child would be as sensational as the Musician Mozart.
But his childhood wasn't as good as everyone thought it was, especially around the time his father started
drinking. Beethoven began taking music lessons at the age of eight. His music teacher was musician, C.G.Neefe.
At the age of eleven, Beethoven published his first work named concerto in A Minor. At that time, He was
Neefe's Assistant as the court's organist. Thanks to Neefe, He learned the rules of composition and was able to
master the techniques of a professional keyboard player. “Music from my fourth year began to be the first of my
youthful occupations. Thus early acquainted with the gracious muse who turned my soul to pure harmonies,
| became fond of my soul to pure harmonies, | became fond of her, and as it often seemed to me, she of me,”
he proclaimed.

Beethoven was sent to Vienna and he had lessons with the musical legend Mozart. But due to family
circumstances, he came back to Bonn and began to make his name known as a very fine musician. He went to
Vienna asthe Pupil of Hayden. But he did not like his teacher as he was being too rigid with his rules. So he began
taking different paths. He began working at private parties. He was beginning to get a reputation as the most
exciting pianistin Vienna by the way he amused his audiences. Mean while his father had already died.



Atthe age of thirty, Beethoven was realising a really horrible thing. He was getting signs that he was going
deaf. He was noticing these symptoms about three years earlier in 1798. So instead of allowing deafness to
overwhelm him, Ludwig began a period of prodigious and brilliant composition. As years passed by, he became
completely deaf. The most important possession for a musician and composer was now snatched away from
him. Yet he was stubborn to succeed. Although he could not hear all the notes with his ears, he won the battle of
life by giving to the world some of the best symphonies of all time. He stung back at life which tried to put him
down.

“Music is the one incorporated entrance into the higher world of knowledge which comprehends
mankind but which mankind cannot comprehend.”

His well-known works include his sixth (“pastoral”) and ninth (“choral”) symphonies and his eighth
(“pathetique”) and fourteenth (“moonlight”) piano sonatas. He wrote altogether 9 symphonies, 32 piano
sonatas, one opera, five piano concertos and many chamber works including some ground-breaking string
quartets. The famous “The Storm” and “The Eroica” deserves a mention.

On March 26, 1827, around 5:45 P.M, there was a storm going on. It is said to be that Beethoven's room
was soon filled with thunder and lightning. His eyes opened wide and he raised his right fist for just a few
seconds and then fell back onto his pillow lifeless. Before he died, he had put his expression on his face that
nobody can tell what it meant or what was going on in his head for those couple of seconds. Twenty thousand
people came to see his funeral. He was buried at Wahring's Cemetery. But in 1888, his remains were brought to
the Central Cemetery of Vienna.

Beethoven's prosperity and success was huge and great. There aren't many people who can surpass his
competence. He is terrific musician and we will miss him eternally. But his works are indelible and are
undoubtedly valued.

Success Knocks

Back in the 1950s two brothers aged 9 and 11 from a village near Coimbatore had to drop out of school
and work in a local fruit shop to support the family after the death of their father. The made fruit juice at the
shop and at bus stands. The brothers N.Chinnasamy and N.Natarajan worked hard and nurtured a dream of
setting up their own business some day. The desire to strike out on their own was of such intensity that from
their meager earnings they started saving a few paise everyday for their still-unknown business venture.

Five years later they got jobs in a spinning mill. They chose to work in different shifts at the mill and
breathe life into their long cherished dream. The brothers (than 18and 20years of age) opened a fruit shop in
Coimbatore and ttook turns running the shop during their off - duty hours.

"The shop was named 'Pazhamudir Nilayam ' and they year was 1965", Says senthil natarajan, CEO, of
KPN from fresh private limited and natarajan's son, tracing the history of 'Kovai Pazhamudhir Nilayam' a
Coimbatore based 40 outlet strong fruit and vegetable retail chain that achieved a combined turnover of
Rs.220 crore this year. Natrajan expanded aggressively under the banner of 'kovain PazhamudhirNilayam'
starting with his second outlet at thruppurin 1998.

"Business Stabilized in tiruppur within two years and was ready to move to Chennai", result Senthil, who
was alarmed at the losses they were incurring in tiruppur and felt his father had made a wrong move.

"But dad was always confident. He would think hundred times before starting a project. Once he takes a
decision, he will give his best and never look back", says Senthil, who joined the business in 2006.

They had eight outlets then, including two in Coimbatore and two in Tiruppur and were doing an annual
turnover of about Rs.40 crore. most outlets were being run as partnership firms. However, business has grown
by leaps and bounds in the last 8 year. They have opened 32 outlets in this period including 21 in Chennaiand
othersin places like Trichy, Thanjavur, pondicherry and Cochin(kerala).

“Iencouraged my dad to go for more outlets. In fact, itis my mother who is the inspiration for all of us and
the one who cheers us on. She is the most aggressive member in the family", he reveals. Senthil is involved in
formulating strategies, franchising, procurement of supplies, development of ecommerand clearing of new
projects:-

After graduatingin 2005, he took up internship at Microsoft, Hyderabad, for a year. His stint at Microsoft
gave him an exposure on how the corporate world functioned. "l want to pursue a career in computers and get
into our family business after some time", says Senthil, who started a software company in Coimbatore in 2006,
but could not develop it much after his father developed some health issues and his family wanted him to assist
himin business.

Despite having ambitious goals, the family swears by a safe, slow and steady rise to success. " We are a
profitable company. Two percent of our turnover is our profit. Dad never believed in borrowing capital for
growing. We dependoninternal accrualsfor our growth", concluded Senthil

Jayati ghosh (born 1955)is a development economists and Professor of Economics at the centre for
Economic Studies and Planning, Social of Social Science, at the Jawaharlal Nehru University, in New Delhi, India.
Her specialities include globalisation, international finance, employment patterns in developing courtiers,
macroeconomic policy, and issues related to gender and development. Changing the unequal economic
tendencies brought out in the World Inequality Report 2018 require changing the politics -not just making
governments more accountable to the people, but making people realise that they are being fooled.

It seems that everyone loves to talk about inequality, and how much they dislike it. From Christine
Lagarde in the International Monetary Fund (IMF) to the Indian Prime Minister speaking at the World
Economic Forum in Davos, Switzerland, everyone is united in condemninginequality globally andintheir own
countries. ironically, the people- especially those in the public gaze-who are most vociferous about this also
seem to be the ones who ultimately refuse to take any measure to deal with it, even when such measures are
obvious and available. Itis almost as if allowing people to vent their anger and discontent, and then echoing
some of their concerns in carefully phrased supposed empathy, is enough to deal with the problem.

The disconnect between professed concern of policymakers and actual policy actions has contributed to
some remarkable contradictions. In the past decade, discussions about inequality in the public domain have
proliferated -yet actual inequality has worsened significantly. Increased inequalities within countries have
translated into significantly increased global inequalities, whether measured in terms of assents or incomes.
Two new reports (World Inequality Reports2018 brought out by a group including Lucas Chancel and Thomans
Piketty from the Inequality Lap in Paris, and the January 2018 Briefing Paper from Oxfam International,
Reward Work Not Wealth) highlight how global inequality has worsened in the past years, mainly driven by
oftenreally striking increasesininequality within countries.

Oxfam notes that in terms of personal wealth 2017 saw the biggest increase in the number of dollar
billionaires in history, with one more added to the list every alternate day! As a result, there are now 2,043
estimated dollar billionaires worldwide, and nine out of 10 of them are men. Just last year, the wealth of the
small group increased by $762 billion many multiples of total global public expenditures towards meeting the
Sustainable Development Goals, and in itself more than enough to end global poverty. The richest 1per cent of
peopleinthe world continue to own more wealth than the whole of the rest of humanity.

These crazy increases in personal wealth at the top of the distribution are hardly the result of individual
endeavour. Oxfam has calculated that approximately two-thirds of billionaire wealth is the product of
inheritance, monopoly and cronyism that enables state politics in different countries yo be skewed in favour of
the already wealthy. Changing the economic tendencies brought out in the World Inequality Report 2018
requires changing the politics not just making governments more accountable to the people, but making realise
thattheyare being fooled.

The International Labour Organisations Decent Work Research Prize has been awarded to economist
Jayati Ghosh is honoured for her major contributions to the analysis of socio-economic relationship and policy
instruments for the advancement of decent work. The prize carries a cash reward of $5,000.Dr.Ghosh has also
been invited to make a presentation at a special ceremony to be held during the ILO 's governering Board
session scheduled in Geneva for November.

Macadonia . Her parents were Albanian and she
was the youngest of three . When she was 18,
Agnes joined the sisters of Loreto and took the
name of sister Teresa . She came to teach in
St . Mary's High School in Kolkata in 1929 . She

was travelling to Darjeeling when she felt God

was telling her. “to serve Him among the poorest

ofthe poor”

In 1947, she got permission to leave her order . She moved to Kolkata's slum's and get up her first school
there . In 1950 she set up the “ Order of the Missionaries “ for charity . She started a campaign for a shelter for
old, destitute people, where they could die in dignity .In 1952, she set up Nirmala Hriday, a home for the dying

.She setupanorphanage as well.

Soon, Mother Teresa and the sisters of the missionaries of charity , in their white sarees with blue border,
became a familiar sight in Kolkata , serving the poor, the needy and the dying . In 1962 Mother Teresa became
an Indian citizen. She was awarded the Padmashri for her charitable work . Over the years she won many prize
money to set up dozens of homes . She directed countries and used all the prize money to set up dozens of new
homes . She directed the missionaries of charity in Kolkata for 50 years . the Order's work spread beyond
Kolkata and beyond India. MotherTeresa was awarded the Noble Prize for Peace in 1979. She accepted the
prize inthe name of 'unwanted, unloved and uncared for '. Wheather in Ethiopia, looking after the hungry orin
slums of townships in South Africa , kolkata's Angel of Mercy was there , carrying her work. In 1983 she
persuaded Israel and Palestinen troops in the middle of a war, to stop shooting long enough for her to rescue 37

differently abled children from a hospital in Beirut (Syria) .

In 1985 Mother Teresa was awarded the Medal of Freedom —the highest US Civilian award . Among the
various prizes she won the Roman Magsaysay award , the Jawaharlal Nehru prize for International peace and
the Bharat Ratna. The Missionaries of Charity are continuing their work, carrying on what she started . ' Mother
Teresa ' was a successful woman . The beatification ceremony for Mother Teresa was conducted by the Pope . It

isthe preliminary step for declaring her a saint. But for us, Indians, she has always been asaint.



The Impact of Science on Literature

has made upon the forces of literature. This becomes
amply clear if we make a diligent perusal of Prof. J.
e Bronowski's book entitled, “The Common Sense of
i Science”, in which the learned writer brings home the
same conclusion i.e., Science and Literature are inter-
dependent and both have contributed to the development
and flowering of each.

This world has seen scientists deeply moved by the poetry and literary figures lured and attracted by the
intellectualism, based upon concrete facts and reasoning of science. The phalanx of scientists and literary
artists realized that an exclusively scientific training will bring a mental twist as certainly as will an exclusively
literary craftsmanship.

A Superb 19th century scientist, Tyndall, tells how he was spurred on in the pursuit of science by
inspiration drawn from Tennyson. Darwin was delighted to read the dramas of Shakespeare.

The literary moorings were well adored and elevated by the poetic contributions of scientists. Ptolemy, a
second century astronomer, had a poetin him the proof of which is given in the following lines which he penned
in eulogizing celestial bodies, revealing thereby his profound literary acumen.

“Mortal thou' | be, yea ephemeral, if buta moment | gaze up to the night's starry domain of heaven.”

Bacon, the essayist, was lured by science. It was the life blood and master passion of Bacon's life. The way
that science was to deflect the whole current of thought the two greatest poets of the age, Donne and Milton,
alone had thereal augury.

“The new philosophy calls all in doubt, the element of fire is quite put out, The sun is last and the earth
and no man's wit, can well direct him where to look for it”

The Elizabethans were more influenced by the researchers of new science and in his Dr. Faustus,
Marlowe makes the learned Doctor of Germany interested in the mysteries of the astronomical sciences,
Chaucer, predecessor of Marlowe, had been interested by the science of astronomy and his “Astrolable” is a
literary man's contribution to the understanding of celestial bodies and is an early scientific treatise by the
Father of English Poetry.

Rabindranath Tagore got the honour of Noble Prize for his acclaimed
poetical work called Gitanjali. Notably, he was the first non-Eropean to get this
most prestigious honour. In choosing him for this honour the noble committee
stated because of his profoundly sensitive, fresh and beautiful verse, by which,
with consummate skill, he has made his poetic thought, expressed in his own
English words, a part of the literature of the west.

In 1921, Tagore founded the Viswa Bharathi University at Santiniketan.
This organization challenges the conventional methods of classroom
instruction and took education several steps beyond the traditional standards.
Stating his motive behind this great finding, Tagore stated, “Humanity must be
studied somewhere beyond the limits of nationand geography.” T h r e e
nations have honoured Rabindranath Tagore by making his poems their
national anthem. The national anthem of India namely “ Jana Gana Mana Ati
Naayaka” is known around the world. In addition, the Bangladesh national anthem worded as “ Amar sona
Bangla” was composed by Tagore. The national anthem of Sri Lanka is fully based on a song composed by Tagore
in Bengali, which was translated in Sinhalsee and adopted as the national anthem in 1951.

Tagore and Gandhihad a great love and reverence for each other. In fact, it was Tagore who conferred the
title Mahatma as the father of our nation. However in several issues Tagore greatly differed from Gandhi.
Tagore and Einstein met 4 times between 1930 and 1931. They revered each other moved by their mutual
curiosity to grasp others contributions, their search for truth and love for music. He was the second after Swami
Vivekananda who addressed the world parliament of the religion for twice inthe year 1929, 1937. Tagore has
contributed a prodigious output approximately of 50 dramas, 100 books of verse, 40 volumes of Novels and
shorter fiction. He wrote in Bengali but translated much of his work in English.

This 15-Year Old Genius Boy's Inventions Are So Good You'll Be Amazed At How He Thinks!

An innovator, a professional coin collector, a software developer, a teacher, a bird tamer and a gamer,
Adithyaa has alot of achievements in his kitty and he makes sure he learns something new every day.

When he was in 4th standard, he started to study Computer Applications. By now he has mastered 35
Computer Applications and 6 Languages. A eleventh grader, Adithyaa spends most of his time in his lab to come
up with various solutions and innovations that could help society at large “l am an outstanding student of the
class as lam always standing out. | sleep so late that | am unable to reach classes on time and as aresult | have to
stand outside!” he laughs.

This has become a regular story of his life and small setbacks don't affect his desire to achieve bigger
success. Once, while experimenting in his lab, during a chemical experiment, he had inhaled dangerous fumes,
after which he had to be hospitalized.

While lying on the hospital bed, he told his parents, 'Science Needs Sacrifice', which frightened his
parents so much that they never allowed him to work with chemicals thereafter. But, truly dedicated to his
passion for inventions, he continued his research for other ideas and came up with some very interesting
inventions.

Adjustable Electricity Extension Board

Adithyaa needed many electricity plug points to run various devices at the same time while
experimenting. Using many extension cords/power strips was cumbersome, hence he developed an adjustable
electricity extension board, in which one can put any type of electric plugs wherever space is available. The
device is effective up to a distance of 3 meters, and the model is ready for commercialization.

Banana Leaf Preservation Technology

“We use many plastic plates and create a lot of waste, so | came up with an idea to make cups and plates
with bananaleaves,” Adithyaa says.

The technology preserves banana leaves for a year without use of any chemicals. It also increases their
durability. Preserved leaves can resist extreme temperatures and hold more weight than the original ones.

The manufacturing cost of these plates and cups is very low and they can also be used as manure if
disposed in the right way. The Ministry of Environment and Forests, GOl has approved this project and Adithyaa
has received various awards for the same.

For his contributions at such a young age, Adithyaa has received global recognition including 2 world
record attempts, 2 National Awards, 7 Titled Awards, 5 State Awards and many District Awards. He is also a
winner of the IGNITE Awards conducted by National Innovation Foundation-India.

Inventor Thomas Alva Edison created such great
innovations as the practical Incandescent Electric Light
bulb and the Phonograph . As a savy businessmen, he
held more than 1,000 patents for his inventions.

In 84 years Thomas Edison acquired arecord fora
number of 1093 patents (singly or jointly) and was the
driving force behind such innovations as the
Phonograph, the incandescent light bulb and one of the
earliest motion picture cameras. He created the world's
first industrial laboratory . His wording when he found
the electric bulb was, “We will make the electricity so
cheap that only the rich will burn candles”. His

inventions helped us that we could move the world to a new age. He was the inventor of the device called the
Kinetoscope. He was the most prolific inventor in the American history . He also invented the Autographic
Printer . He also greatly improved the telephone . He was one of the first inventors to apply the principles of
mass production and large —scale team work to process the invention and because of that he is often credited
with the creation of first Indusrial Research Laboratory .

His Struggles with Dyslexia:

Because of his peculiar condition, Thomas Edison did not begin attending school until the late age of 10.
His formal education was short lived as his teachers found him to be a distraction in the classroom. The constant
disruption caused by young Thomas asking so many questions and being restless in class was more than his
teachers could bearand 12 short weeks after starting school, his mother had no choice but to remove him from
the public school system.

Thomas' mother assumed the role of a beacher and taught him the standard grade school curriculum of
reading , writing and arithmetics . Being able to afford the extra time necessary to accommodate her son's
learning disability, with in a year she helped Thomas to succeed in developing a solid foundation from which he
would expand his knowledge on his own. His mother, in her assistance in furthering her son's education, had
taught himallthat she knew herself.

He travelled the mid-west, working with the telegraph operator during when he began to hone his skills
asaninventor having made several improvements to telegraph for which he bears official credit .

Every successful man has his own struggles. Thomas had dyslexia. But he overcame his problem and
motivated himself and achieved a lot . For him, his mother was the back bone. She saw the advantages in him
andboosted him. The Positive thoughts, Hard work, Efforts and Knowledge of his potential lead him to
his Success.



Success Story of J.K. Rowling

J.K. Rowling is the creator of the '"HARRY POTTER' fantasy series, one of
the most popular books and film franchises in history.

Joanne Rowling, who goes by the pen name J.K. Rowling, is a British
author and screenwriter, best known for her seven Harry Potter children’s
book series. J.K. Rowling was living in Edinburgh, Scotland, and struggling to
get by as a single mom before her first book, Harry Potter and the Sorcerer’s
Stone, was published. The children’s fantasy novel became an international
hit and Rowling became an international literary sensation in 1999 when the
first three instalments of Harry Potter took over the top three slots of the New
York Times best-seller list after achieving similar success in her native United
Kingdom. The series has sold more than 450 million copies and was adapted
into a blockbuster film franchise. Rowling published the novel The Casual
Vacancy in 2012, followed by the crime novel Cuckoo Calling under the pen
name Robert Galbraith in 2013. In 2016, she released a play, Harry Potter and
the Cursed Child, and a movie, Fantastic Beasts.

A graduate of Exeter University, Rowling moved to Portugal in 1990 to teach English. There, she metand
married the Portuguese journalist Jorge Arantes. The couple’s daughter, Jessica, was born in 1993. After her
marriage ended in divorce, Rowling moved to Edinburgh with her daughter to live near her younger sister.
While struggling to support her daughter Jessica and herself on welfare, Rowling worked on her first book in the
Harry Potter series. The idea for the book reportedly occurred to her while she was travelling on a train from
Manchester to London in 1990.

According to The Sunday Times 2017 Rich List, J.K. Rowling's net worth is £650 million (about $850
million) making her wealthier than even Queen Elizabeth Il. Forbes puts her wealth at $650 million in 2017, in
large part due to the 450 million copies of Harry Potter sold to-date and the subsequent movie franchise that
has grossed $7.7 billion. (Her worth would've been more in Forbes if it were not for the $150 million she has
donated to various charities.) In the first half of 2017, Rowling took home an estimated $95 million thanks to
her new play, Harry Potter and the Cursed Child, and movie, Fantastic Beasts and Where to Find Them.

In 2013, Rowling announced a new film series with Warner Bros. According to Entertainment Weekly,
Rowling explained that the movies, based on her 2001 Hogwarts textbook Fantastic Beasts and Where to Find
Them, would draw from "the worldwide community of witches and wizards where | was so happy for 17 years,"
but"is neitheraprequel norasequeltothe 'Harry Potter' series, but an extension of the wizarding world."

Developed from a script by Rowling — her screenwriting debut — and starring Eddie Redmayne,
Fantastic Beasts and Where to Find Them earned its release in November 2016. Following in the footsteps of
Rowling's previous creations that made it to the big screen, Fantastic Beasts dazzled audiences with its
depictions of sorcery and grossed more than $800 million worldwide. “It is impossible to live without failing at
something, unless you live so cautiously that you might as well not have lived at all —in which case, you fail by
default.” - J.LK. Rowling

Ms Jain was awarded the Padma Bhushan by the Government of India in
January 2016. She is also the guiding force behind Oneness Forum, formally
launched by the President of India in 2003. The Forum recently awarded the
Mahatma-Mahavira Awards to outstanding individuals from all of walks of life

and is involved in several activities that seek to bring, and highlight, a sense of

onenessinthe world.

Kiran Mazumdar Shaw : She is the founder Chairman and Managing
Directed [CMD] of Biocon Limited. Born in Bangalore, Shaw completed her
Bachelors in Zoology from Mount Carmel College, Bangalore university. She later
did her post-graduation in Malting and Brewing from Ballarat College,
Melbourne University.She worked as a trainer brewer in Cattron and united
Breweries, Melbourne and as a trainer Maltster at Barrett Brother and Burston,
Australia. She started Biocon in 1978 and spearheaded its evolution from an

industrial enzymes manufacturing company to a fully integrated bio-

pharmaceutical company.

Today Biocon under Shaw's leadership has established itself as a leading
player in bio medicine research with a focus on diabetes and oncology. Kiran is also a member of the board of
governors of the prestigious Indian School.

Naina Lal Kidwai : Naina has a Bachelor's degree in Economics from Delhi
University and an MBA from Harvard Business School. In fact, Kidwai was the first
Indian Women to graduate from Harvard business school. From being Head of
Investment Banking at ANZ Grindlays during 1982-1994 to vice chairman JM
Morgan Stanley, NainalalKidwai is one of the most successful and famous Indian
businesswomen of today.

She is currently the country Head and Group General Manager of HSBC
Group India. Apart from working at HSBC, Kidwai has also held other eminent

positions such as that of Global Advisor, Harvard Business School, non-executive
director at Nestle SA and as a member of Governing Board NCAER, Auditor
general of India and several other positions.



The Iron Lady

Indira Gandhi was a popular leader in her early years, despite being known
for her strict authoritarianism. Gandhi quickly earned a reputation for
authoritarian leadership. She was known as the IRON LADY OF INDIA, because of
her unbending views. She fired several high - ranking officials, but she also
pushed for innovative and strategic politics. Perhaps this is why she once said,
"whenever you take a step forward, you are bound to disturb something."

In particular, she overhauled India's agricultural programs in a popular
movement known as GREEN REVOLUTION. Gandhi helped alleviate food and job
shortage in the poor Punjab region by increasing the number of crops grown and
the amount of food exported from the area. She also successfully negotiated an
end to the Pakistan war of 1971. This peace agreement resulted in the creation of Bangladesh.

Despite Gandhi's good deeds, the people eventually turned against her. Her congress, state and national
governments earned a reputation for corruption. During her third term, Gandhi was convicted of committing
election fraud. She was asked to resign, but refused. She declared a state of emergency throughout India
instead. During this time, she imprisoned thousands of political opponents, censored the press, and restricted
citizens' personal freedom. She also instituted several controversial programs, including forced sterilization in
an attemptto control the population.

To provide operational bases on Indian soil for the fighting tigers was permitted to set up a clandestine,
transmitting station from exhortatory messages were constantly beamed across to Jamilinsurgents hiding in
Sri Lanka's northern jungles. The constitutional greyline, whether the right of transmission from Indian shores
could be accorded to foreign parties, was brushed aside. The cost of installing the transmission station was
borne in entirely by the government of India. Indira gandhi in fact did much more for the LTTE. under her
specific instruction, transit campus were set up by the Research and Analysis Wingin a number of locationsin
Tamil Nadu.

Apart from arranging camping facilities to Tamil rebel contingents visiting in search of Karunanidhi or
M.G.R, whoever was in charge of the state administration would receive confidential messages from New Delhi
and state's scoffers for the LTTE. Sri Lankan Tamils were considered as flesh of our flesh. Given the record of our
own freedom struggle, it was inconceivable that our government would not express solidarity for the LTTE
cause and adopt measure to further that cause without breaching diplomatics formalities.

Indira eventually followed in her father's footsteps. In 1960, she was elected president of the Indian
National Congress. After Nehru's 1964 death, she was appointed as Minister of Information.When Nehru's
successor unexpectedly died in 1966, Gandhi became India's first and only female Prime Minister. This nearly
two year period of material law became known as The Reign Of Terror. Snyerisingly, another of Gandhi's well -
known quotes is "you can't shake hands with a clenched fist". She became known for her unyielding and
threatening ways.

Kalpana completed her graduation from Tagore school,
Karnal, India in 1976, Bachelor of Science degree in Aeronautical
Engineering from Punjab Engineering college, India in1982,
Master of Science degree in Aerospace Engineering from
University of Texes in 1984 . Doctorate of Philosophy in Aerospace

Engineering from University of Colorado, 1988 .

Also she held a certificated flight instructor's license with airplane and glider ratings, commercial pilot's
license for single and multi-engine land sea planes and gliders and instrument rating for airplanes . She enjoyed
flying aerobatics and fail-wheel airplanes. In 1988, Kalpana Chawla started her work at NASA, Ames Research
Center in the area of powered — lift computation fluid dynamics. Her research concentrated on simuation of
complexair flows encountered around aircraft such as the harrierin “ground — effect” .

In 1993, kalpana Chawla joined overset methods Inc., Los Altos, California, as vice president and research
specializing in stimulation of moving multiple body problems . She was responsible for development and
implementation of efficient techniques to perform aerodynamic optimization. In December 1994 , she was
selected by NASA and reported to the Johnson space center in march 1995 as an astronaut candidate in the 15t
Group of Astronauts . After completing a year of training and evalution , she was assigned as crew
representative to work technical issues for the astronaut office EVA / Robotics and computer branches. In
November 1996, Kalpana Chawla was assigned as mission specialist and prime robotic arm operator on STS-87
.She flew on STS-87(1997) and STS-107(2003) and she has logged 30 days, 14 hours and 54 minutes in space .
